THE ROGER-LECOURT CRIMT SCHOLARSHIP 
 
Roger Lecourt is a nationally and internationally recognized specialist in industrial relations and social dialogue. 
He is a frequent contributor to CRIMT’s activities and chairs its Stakeholder Committee. A former Deputy Minister 
of Labour in Quebec and a consultant to the International Labour Office (ILO) in a number of countries, he has 
also been a union leader and mediator/conciliator. His work exemplifies a commitment to building a practical 
understanding of work, its values and its transformations. 
 
The Roger-Lecourt CRIMT Scholarship supports full-time graduate students in Quebec universities whose 
masters’ or doctoral dissertations involve cutting-edge research on major trends in work and employment. More 
particularly, the Scholarship is aimed at students whose work deals with major developments in collective labour 
relations, both in Canada and abroad, with a preference for those dealing with union renewal, new forms of 
collective bargaining and representation, and the public policies that promote them.

The research activities of the Interuniversity Research Centre on Globalization and Work (CRIMT) focus on the 
theoretical and practical challenges of institutional and organizational renewal in the areas of work and employment in 
the global era. The acronym CRIMT refers to the centre in both French and English. Established in 2003, CRIMT brings 
together 180 specialists in industrial and labour relations, labour and employment policies, human resource 
management, labour law and geography, including 47 in Quebec, 16 in the rest of Canada and 117 in a dozen other 
countries. Its three founding institutions are the University of Montréal, Université Laval and HEC Montréal. 
 
Our research program mobilizes an International Partnership of 19 world-class research centres and institutes at the 
crossroads of several disciplines, research traditions and themes.
